Waste Management in Austria

mechanical-biological treatment and/or 
incineration

deadline 1. 1. 2004: no untreated 
(domestic) waste is allowed to be landfilled

max. 5% total organic carbon for landfilling, 
otherwise incineration

Waste Management in Austria

compare Germany: deadline 1. 6. 
2005, reduction of 10 % from 2003 to 
2004 

reduction of 37 % of deposited (most 
domestic) waste from 2003 to 2004

Waste Management in Austria

very different approaches with very 
different costs 

partly treatment, partly incineration

Waste Management in Austria

6 incineration facilities (2 under 
construction) 

about 48 mill. tons of waste per year

Waste Management in Austria

reduction to 1/3 of specific volume for 
landfilling (rest to be burned or recycled)

11 facilities for mechanical-biological 
treatment (5 under construction)
